2x
 tubes with holes, 

16 cm long and 1 cm 
in diameter

1x
non-perforated 

tube, 32 cm long and 
1 cm in diameter

6x
plastic tubes (distance pipes) 
with an outer diameter of 1.6 
cm (each tube length: 10 cm)

3 to 5m
 of rope

1x
lead weight 

or heavy 
object

1x
pencil or 

permanent 
marker

1x
rigid and 

waterproof tag

2x
cable ties (<1cm thick)

1x
pliers

Materials

Assembly

Start by threading the 
three central sections of 

the thin tube onto the rope.

Tie a simple 
knot in this 

rope.

The knot and 
the cable tie 
will act as a 
stopper for 

the next 
pieces.

Then insert and secure a cable 
tie through the 2 holes of the 

lower tube.

Assemble a 10-cm distance pipe, 
followed by 2 discs, then another 

distance pipe, 2 discs on top, and so on.

Secure a cable tie 
through the tube holes of 

the upper long tube.

Tie a simple knot at the 
end of the rope (     ) 

(Top end).

Once you have inserted the 6 
distance pipes and alternated 
the 10 discs, you are ready to 
perform the final steps.

Tie the tag to the top end 
of the rope. It’s easy to 

identify because it's the 
longest end of the rope       

Attach the chain to 
the lower end       of 

the rope (the 
shorter piece of 

rope).
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The cable tie 
and the knot act 

as a stopper.
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Cut off the 
excess part 
of the cable 

tie.

Tie a simple 
knot at this 
end of the 

rope.

Tie a simple 
knot to 

attach the 
identification 

tag.

Tie this 
rope to the 

chain or 
weight.
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The hole must be 
located approx. 

2cm from the top 
of the tube.

transparent PETG 
plastic discs (1.2cm 

center-hole diameter, 
10-12cm disk diameter 

and 3 mm thick)
